Pursuant to Article 5 a. of the Law on Ministries (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, nos. 44/14,
14/15, 54/15 and 96/15 - another law, 62/2017), Articles 18, 24 and 28, paragraph 1 of the Law on
Environmental Impact Assessment (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, nos. 135/04,
36/09),Articles 3, 5, and 6 of the Law on Ratification of the Convention on Environmental Impact
Assessment in a Transboundary Context (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, no. 102/07), Article
136, paragraph 1 of the Law on General Administrative Procedure (Official Gazette of the Republic of
Serbia, no. 18/16) and Article 23, paragraph 2 of the Law on State Administration (Official Gazette of
the Republic of Serbia, nos. 79/05, 101/07 and 95/10), acting in accordance with the submitted request
of the Project Holder, the PE ELEKTROPRIVREDA SRBIJE d.o.0. from Belgrade, Balkanska 13, registered
under number 353-02-00543/2018-03 from 11/09/2017, the Ministry of Environmental Protection
has issued a
DECISION

1. TO GRANT ITS APPROVAL to the Environmental Impact Assessment Study for the wind farm
construction project in Kostolac, cadaster plot nos. 429, 452/1, 468, 475, 322, 547 and 612
Cadaster Municipality Bradarac, cadaster plot nos. 2896, 2482/1, 1433 and 1417 K.O. Cadaster
Municipality Klenovnik, cadaster plot nos. 1550 h 1551 Cadaster Municipality Cirikovac, and
cadaster plot nos. 2604 h 1640/1 Cadaster Municipality Kostolac - village, territory of the town
of PoZarevac, of total installed power of 66 MW,

2. The Project Holder shall implement environment protection measured foreseen in the
Environmental Impact Assessment Study from item 1 of this Decision (Chapter 8 of the Study).

3. The Project Holder shall also comply with other conditions and approvals of other competent
bodies and organizations in accordance with a special law.

4. The Project Holder shall carry out a program of monitoring the environmental impact — a
monitoring system (Chapter 9 of the Study).

5. The Project Holder shall start with the execution of the project within a period of 2 years from
the date of this Decision. This Decision and the Environmental Impact Assessment Study are
an integral part of the Technical Document required for acquiring the permit or approval for
the commencement of works on the Project.

6. There will be a separate decision on the costs of the procedure.

EXPOSITION

The Project Holder, PE ELEKTROPRIVREDA SRBIJE d.0.0. from Belgrade, Balkanska 13, has filed with the

Ministry of Environmental Protection a request for an approval to the Environmen oD

Assessment Study for the wind farm construction project in Kostolac, cadaster plot no

468, 475, 322, 547 and 612 Cadaster Municipality Bradarac, cadaster plot nos. 2896, 24 41, 1433 2 d

1417 K.O. Cadaster Municipality Klenovnik, cadaster plot nos. 1550 h 1551 Cadast %ﬂﬁ
o




Cirikovac, and cadaster plot nos. 2604 h 1640/1 Cadaster Municipality Kostolac - village, territory of
the town of PoZarevac, of total installed power of 66 MW by the company EKO PLAN from Belgrade,
Sergeja Jesenjina 16.
Compliant to Article 30 of the Law on Environmental Impact Assessment, a public insight was ensured,
a presentation was organized and a public debate was hosted on the above Study — an announcement
was published in  Blic Daily on 06/09/2018, as well on the website of the Ministry
- rocena-uticaia-na-zivotnu-sredinu/.
The public presentation and the public debate were organized in PoZarevac.
An opinion of BirdLife Serbia from 24/09/2018 was attached to the request for an approval to the
Environmental Impact Assessment Study and it was taken into consideration in the decision making
process.
Compliant to Article 22 and Articles 23 and 24 of the Law on Environmental Impact Assessment, a
Technical Commission was established upon the Decision no.: 353-02-00543/2017-02 from
04/09/2018, which has reviewed the Environmental Impact Assessment Study. The first meeting of the
Technical Commission for the review of the Environmental Impact Assessment Study for the wind farm
construction project in Kostolac, cadaster plot nos. 429, 452/1, 468, 475, 322, 547 and 612 Cadaster
Municipality Bradarac, cadaster plot nos. 2896, 2482/1, 1433 and 1417 K.O. Cadaster Municipality
Klenovnik, cadaster plot nos. 1550 h 1551 Cadaster Municipality Cirikovac, and cadaster plot nos. 2604
h 1640/1 Cadaster Municipality Kostolac - village, territory of the town of PoZarevac, of total installed
power of 66 MW was on 11/10/2018. The conclusion of the Technical Commission was that the content
and the concept of the EIS is compliant with the Rulebook on the Content of Environmental Impact
Assessment Study (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, no. 69/05) and that it was written in a
very professional way; however, some corrections need to be made, or the Study requires

amendments,

Comments:

1. P. 78: the air quality data, or the planned FGD plant is outdated and needs to be innovated,
because an FDG plant was built in TPP Kostolac B1 and B2 in the meantime, and the construction
of TPP Kostolac B3 has started; in addition to this, the data on water and soil data need to be
updated.

2. P. 92: .., According to the expert team that has participated in the developing of the
Environmental Impact Assessment Study for the Kostolac wind farm project and after
consultations with relevant institutions and experts, the wind farm complex needs to be treated
as Zone VI - Industrial Zone, while the nearest residential facilities should be treated as Zone Il —
small and rural settlements”. According to the Regulation on Noise Indicators, Limit Values, and
Assessment Methods for Indicators of Noise, Disturbance and Harmful Effects of Noise in the
Environment (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, no. 75/2010) and Rulebook on
Methodology for Determination of Acoustic Areas (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, no.
72/2010), Zone 2 refers to tourist areas, camps and school zones. In this case it is my opinion that
Zone 3 (residential areas) would be more appropriate for the nearby residential facilities.
However, both zones have identical requirements regarding noise levels at night (45 dB(A)), when
the effect of noise on human population is more pronounced, therefore the choice of the zone
does not make a difference in that context. However, for the needs of noise level monitoring in
the wind farm surrounding, for the needs of assessing the effect of noise during daytime and




during nighttime, the nearby residential facilities need to be categorized as Zone 3 (maximum
permitted noise level of 55 dB(A)).

3. P. 92: Picture 6.1. Expected spatial noise dispersion as the consequence of the wind farm
operation — the noise dispersion presented in Picture 6.1 does not respond the distribution of
wind generators at the location. The presented model would be appropriate for the operation of
2 wind generators, whereas the wind farm has 20 wind generators, generally grouped on 3
locations (Drawing 2 in the attachments). The distribution of wind generators as given in the Study
cannot generate such a symmetric dispersion.

This needs to be corrected (in that sense, the authors may find the following website useful:

4. Insub-chapter 2.3.1,, the result of one-year avifauna monitoring claims that 17 bird species have
been set in the target species category. These species were specially marked (highlighted and in
bold) in Table 2.4. Our Comment is that 2 more species need to be included in the so-called target
species category: Alauda arvensis and Merops apiaster, strictly protected species according to
the Code on declaration and protection of strictly protected and protected wild species of plants,
animals and fungi (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, nos. 5/2010, 47/2011 and 987/16).
These two species are registered in significant numbers in the area of the planned wind farm and
they are considered to suffer the impact of wind parks because of their life habits, primarily
because of the altitude and the mode of their flying. However, the above comment does not
oblige to data processing as for the other target species, i.e. the findings on these species need
not be presented on maps. Namely, the textual part of the Study describes sufficiently well the
matrices of their presence at the given location. In accordance with this comment, the relevant
parts of the sub-chapter: 2.3.2. the conclusions of one-year avifauna monitoring and the 6.3.1.
Summary of potential impacts need to be changed, in the sense that for these two species should
be listed as target species as well and that the anticipated potential impacts need to be listed for
them as well.

Gniezdzewo (gmina Puck, woj.pomorskie) Spring 2011,

S. InTable 2.4., p. 43 of the Study, technical mistakes need to be corrected in the columns referring
to the population of the Turdus pilaris species and of the genus Corvidae.

6. For the needs of a positive assessment of the Study, i.e. for the purpose of granting the approval
for the Study, the Project Holder needs to ensure the Location Conditions from the competent
authority, the Ministry of Construction, Transport and Infrastructure.

Based on the above, the Technical Commission has concluded, taking into account the importance and
the sensitivity of the broader area of the location of the planned project and taking into account the
multidimensional value of the given area, not only at the town level, but at the national level, that the



above Study could not be granted the approval before the amendments have been made to it that are
in accordance with all the above comments.

The amended Study was delivered by the company EKO PLAN that has developed the Study, in both
electronic and printed format, on 15/11/2018. The second meeting of the Technical Commission
followed, which resulted with Report no.: 353-02-00543/2018-03 from 03/12/2018, with the
assessment of the Study and the proposal for the Study to be granted the approval. The conclusion
was that the Environmental Impact Assessment Study, after having been amended, has all the
necessary information and documentation required for assessing the adequacy of the proposed
measures for preventing, reducing and eliminating possible harmful impacts on the environment
status at the location and in its proximity during the execution of the project, in case of an accident
and after the completion of the project.

Also, compliant to the ESPOO Convention, the Ministry of Environmental Protection gas forwarded the
Study in electronic and printed format to the potentially endangered party — Romania, inviting it to
take part in the public debate in Pozarevac, and a possible public debate to be organized in Romania.
Also, Romania was given a timeframe for sending possible comments/suggestions/critiques until
15/10/2018. (Letter of the Minister of Environmental Protection Goran Trivan, to Romanian Deputy
Prime Minister, Minister of Environmental Protection Mrs. Gratiela Leocadia Gavrilescu from
05/09/2018).

After reviewing the Study, the Romanian side has informed us that the given project has no potential
negative transboundary impact on the environment and identified protected natural areas in Romania
and that therefore there are no comments regarding the execution of this project (Letter of the
Romanian Deputy Prime Minister, Minister of Environmental Protection Mrs. Gratiela Leocadia
Gavrilescu to the Minister of Environmental Protection Goran Trivan from 16/10/2018).

Based on all of the above, the Project Holder, PE ELEKTROPRIVREDA SRBUE d.o.o. from Belgrade,
Salkanska 13 shall translate the Decision on Granting the Approval to the Study to English and submit
i to this body, so that it can be sent to the Romanian side, which would finalize the procedure in
compliance with the ESPOO Convention.

| Basedon the procedure and the proposal of the Technical Commission, the decision is as given in the
Exposition.

| Compliant to Article 28, paragraph 1 of the Law on Environmental Impact Assessment, the Project
Holder shall start with the execution of the project from item 1 of this Decision within a period of 2
years from the date of this Decision.
