Build Green CEE - Energy Efficient and Ecological Design for the Region

Build Green CEE: Energy Efficient and Ecological Design for the Region
SOPOLEC Business Advisory Services - with the support of the Ministry of Development, Public Works and Housing and the Ministry of Environment and Sustainable Development, Romania - held on 23-24 April the inaugural conference for business and economic opportunities through sustainable construction. "Build Green CEE" lasted one and a half days and was attended by over 200 persons, including real estate developers, architects, construction companies, technology suppliers, real estate agencies, students, academics, members of the government ministries, and media representatives.

EcoNavitas announced the intention to form a "Romanian Green Building Council" which would be a private sector oriented association with the goal of "a transformation toward an efficient, competitive marketplace for green technologies, expertise, and materials to create the next generation of high performance green buildings."

Representatives of Sonae Sierra, Bovis Lend Lease, AIG Lincoln and BRE Global presented green building projects being implemented in Central and Eastern Europe with some in Romania. DuPont, Philips, and Lafarge discussed technologies, techniques, and materials for improving energy efficient and reducing environmental impact. Representatives of F&C Asset Management, the United Nations Environment Program Finance Initiative and EcoNavitas provided presentations on the financing and valuations of green buildings and best practices for successful projects.   

Details of obligations related to the Energy Performance Directive in Buildings were discussed by the President of the Romanian Association of Energy Auditors. Schoenherr & Associates discussed the reduction of legal risk by building green. 


State Secretary Horia Irimia of the Ministry of Development, Public Works and Housing and Deputy State Secretary Florin Andrei of the Ministry of Environment and Sustainable Development presented their respective ministries support for more energy efficient and environmental responsible construction. They were supported by seven speakers from their ministries and the National Housing Agency discussing topics ranging from financial incentives to plans for the promotion of sustainable construction and urban planning.

The Czech government was represented by the head of the department of Energy and Renewable Energy who presented their experience with implementing the Energy Performance in Buildings Directive and their policies for the promotion of green building.  A representative of the Norwegian embassy discussed a grant program with an energy efficiency component. Sustainable Energy Europe discussed their campaign to raise awareness of more response use and generation of energy.

Details of the construction of a "Zero Carbon Emissions" building in Hungary for the Regional Environmental Center were explained.  The conference concluded with the presentations of local architects designing and construction green buildings.
